about what God is calling us to do and be – 
not just this year, but for the next 20 
years.  Some of the opportunities in front of 
us will require bold action. Some will require 
compromise and strategy. And all of them will 
require prayer and discernment and a desire 
to know – to really know - what the Lord 
requires of us.  
 
I, for one, am not sure what Broadway’s new 
life will look like. But I am certain that it will 
look different than most of us imagine. We’re 
likely to be quite surprised! But how could a 
Resurrection be anything less?    
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I’m writing this article to invite you to participate in 
upcoming gatherings in which we will Learn and 
Dream about Camp Jefferson . These informal 
meetings will take place during dinner after worship 
at 6:15 PM on April 6 and 13 . It will be a time to 
learn a brief history of the camp, to consider the 

 

past and look to see what the future might hold for Camp Jefferson and Broadway Church. There 
will be materials presented about new possibilities for the camp including: expansion, 
rehabilitation, community building, and mission opportunities. Come be a part of the 
conversation, whether you’ve visited the camp many times or didn’t even know that the church

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For those of you who may not know, Camp Jefferson is a 
one cabin camp on a piece of property an hour north of the 
city that was bequeathed to the church before the 
surrounding land was deeded to the state and became what 
is now Harriman State Park. Camp Jefferson was 
incorporated by Broadway Tabernacle (now BUCC) in 1925.  
The cabin is on a hill overlooking Lake Stahahe. A 
neighboring building provides pit (not-flush) toilets. The view 
and the lake are beautiful with rowboats to enjoy more than 
just the view of the lake.    
 

When I came to Broadway in the fall of ‘06 one of the first tasks 
James gave me was to accompany Brian Peterson, Marcos 
Martins, and John Schwartz upstate to close up Camp 
Jefferson. James made it clear to me then that this camp was 
something that he was very interested in and wanted it to be 
part of my responsibilities to help him bring the camp back into 
the conversations and life of this church. 
 

Last spring, seventeen members and friends of Broadway 
took the church’s first organized trip upstate to visit our 

camp in the woods in several years. We enjoyed our time together 
learning a brief history of the camp, sharing a meal, worshipping 
together, hiking and boating around Lake Stahahe, and generally, 
soaking up the outdoors. All who went certainly seemed to cherish 
their time out in the woods, but it was clear that this day trip had 
taken advantage of all that Camp Jefferson had to offer, with little 
options for more people, more activities, or a longer stay. 
 

On our hike around the lake a few of us happened to wander through 
an abandoned camp on the opposite side of the lake. It was clear that 
the camp hadn’t been used in fifteen to twenty years. There were 
about fifteen buildings that were standing, but in serious disrepair. The 
buildings were a mess but it was on a beautiful, spacious piece of 
land. As a side thought at the time, Jeff Johnson commented on how 
great it would be to have this camp, with all of its space and 
possibilities. 
 

This fall Jeff and I began to pursue this ‘side thought’ with the Group 
Camp Office of Harriman State Park. We called to inquire about this 
camp across the lake in conjunction with renovation concerns for 
Camp Jefferson. We found out that indeed this camp across the lake 
has been abandoned for many years now and questions of its future 
had been coming up in conversations around the Group Camp Office. 
We began to pursue what the possibilities there were with this camp 
across the lake and what that might mean. Now the Camp Jefferson 
Board of Directors is in conversation with Broadway’s Board of 
Stewards about what a change of camp might mean for Camp 
Jefferson and what it could mean for Broadway Church. Again, on 
behalf of Jeff Johnson, the Camp Jefferson Board of Directors, and 
myself, I encourage you to join in the conversation to see where the 
Spirit may lead us in discussing, envisioning, and dreaming what the 
futures of both our church and our camp might be!

                       THE BEAN TREES.     
 

This is Kingsolver’s first (1988) of many excellent novels. A 
brilliant storyteller, she writes with great imagery and 
creates highly relatable characters.  
 

Clear-eyed and spirited, Marietta Greer grew up poor in 
rural Kentucky determined to do two things: avoid getting 
pregnant and someday get away. So she saves up enough 
money to buy a beat-up '55 Volkswagen (in the late 80’s) 
and heads west. Our protagonist changes her name to 
"Taylor" when her car runs out of gas in Taylorville, Illinois. 
By the time two tires give way in Tucson, she has 
unexpectedly acquired a stunned, silent three-year-old 
Cherokee girl who was, literally, dropped into her arms one 
night. She christens the child Turtle, for her strong, 
snapping-turtle-like grip. Ironically Taylor ends up becoming 
a single mother, the one thing she was determined not to 
be. She comes to terms with both motherhood and the 
necessity for putting down roots with the support of her new 
-found community.  
 

Kingsolver notes, “It probably wasn't until midway through 
the writing that I had a grasp of the central question: What 
are the many ways, sometimes hidden and underground 
ways, that people help themselves and each other survive 
hard times?"  
 

The Bean Trees is a compelling story about the different 
definitions of home and family, addressing subjects like:

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Recently during Sunday School, young Louisa and I used 
some materials made for the One Great Hour of Sharing 
(OGHS) offering campaign. It was a big world map with little 
numbered squares in various countries. Each square had a 
corresponding photo of a real person or family from that 
country, each with their own special story. 
 

While Louisa glued the pictures on top of the numbers on the 
map [see detail, upper right], I told her the story about the 
people in the photos — all of them had witnessed or survived 
something very difficult like a flood or having their house 
destroyed or not having a school or even any books!  
 

She was fascinated by the stories, asking "What happened to 
the people?" In each case, the Church [through the OGHS 
offering] was able to help them, and we had a wonderful 
discussion about how the Church shares.  
 

For example, when we were talking about a family that 
needed food, I told her how the Church had been able to get 
them some. Louisa said, eagerly, "Yes, because Bob has lots 
of extra food back there." [Bob is the chef who prepares 
Broadway Church’s suppers in the kitchen down the hall from 
the Sunday School room.]  
 

Another story was about a woman starting a school that didn't 
have any school supplies, and Louisa noticed that we have 
plenty and could share what we have. I said, '"Yes, look at all 
our crayons, we could certainly give them ten or twenty." To 
which she replied, "We could give them 100!" 
 

Of course, 4-year-old Louisa was conflating "The Church" 
with our own church, Broadway UCC, but that's sensible and 
totally appropriate for her age and world-view. 
 

Our lesson about sharing continued the next Sunday, when 
we were preparing for a little puppet show. Louisa was 
saying, “It's good to share, because everyone wants a turn.”  
 

I said, "Yes, and there is enough for everyone," to which she 
replied, "Like the bread upstairs — everyone shared the bread!"

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its fiscal year 2008-2009 and leave 1.5% to be 
reinvested in the endowment to act as a reserve for 
possible losses and provide for inflation. The Committee 
wanted to provide as much as possible in operating 
funds for the Church, while also taking into account that 
inflation, which has been quite low, is apparently on the 
way to at least doubling its rate in the coming year, thus 
undermining the value of the anticipated growth. 
 

I am sharing this information in order to make a part of 
the budget process transparent to the readers of this 
newsletter. Other committees may wish to share their 
own perspective on the process or on other aspects of 
Church governance that may not be obvious. 
 
The Committee does hope that pledge and plate 
contributions increase in coming years so they will 
provide a higher percentage of income to cover 
operating costs. The Committee hopes to be able to 
reduce the endowment spending rate in the future so 
that more funds can be reinvested in the portfolio to 
provide for the long-term financial health of the Church.   
 

I would also like to emphasize that financial 
contributions from members and friends allow the 
Church’s program and its mission to grow without 
depleting the value of the endowment. We all hope that 
the recent growth in pledge and plate contributions will 
empower the Church to develop a more and more 
dynamic role in the future. 
 
Thanks to Anne Croly, chair of the Trust Committee, who is 
responsible for this article, which was created with the help of 
the whole committee.         
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Broadway UCC is blessed with the income from a 
substantial endowment that provides a very significant part 
of the money the Church uses to fund its operations. The 
funds that provided this endowment were bequeathed or 
gifted by individuals in the past, and were also provided by 
the sale of the Church’s former property back in 1969 and 
the parsonage in 2005. 
 

With that endowment comes a set of responsibilities. The 
Church does its best to invest wisely, using its income in a 
way that honors the intention of the givers. The Trust 
Committee, reporting to the Board of Stewards, manages 
this investment responsibility, with the help of several 
different advisors.  
 

The Trust Committee has discussed at some length what the 
obligation of current members is to the generations that will 
follow. Should the present Church membership try to pass on 
to the Church of the future an endowment that is 
commensurate with the one we have received? Or is there 
some special reason that this particular moment in the 
Church’s life would entitle us to claim more than what might be 
thought of as our share of the funds that have been left to us? 
 

When the Church draws funds from the endowment, we 
spend the income that has been generated through 
dividends and interest and net gains on investments. In 
addition, we also draw down some of the principal, using 
the widely-recognized concept of “total return.” The stocks 
part of the portfolio has in the past shown a pattern of 
growth, increasing the value of our holdings. Each year, the 
Trust Committee begins the Church budget process by 
reviewing the total return over a number of years, and 
suggests to the Budget Committee the percentage of our 
funds that can be drawn down without cutting into the 
overall value of the Church’s holdings. 
 

At a recent meeting with the Church’s major investment 
advisor, the Trust Committee was advised that the portfolio 
may be expected to realize a 7.5% total return for the 
coming year. The Committee determined to recommend 
taking 6% of the portfolio’s total average value for the fiscal
