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Well, the school year has come to an end and I must travel 
back to Michigan. For those of you who don’t know, I will be 
leading a group of high school youth from my home church 
in Haslett, MI on a mission trip to New Orleans to work with 
Habitat for Humanity for a week. I have no major plans for 
July, but then in August I’m getting married to a wonderful 
woman, Jamie Klein. However, before I say all of my 
adieus, I would like to update you all on the outcome of our 
Social Justice and Outreach Fund for 2007.  
 

As most of you know, we revamped the system this year 
and added an application and review process. We 
received 24 applications from both previous recipients 
and new organizations. We asked each organization to 
provide us with a completed application, most recent 
annual report and budget, and proof of their 501c3 (tax-
exempt) status. In reviewing the applications we 
considered a number of factors in our giving, not 

necessarily in the following order: What is the 
financial stability of the organization? Do we have 
church members actively involved in the program? 
Does their mission fit with our theological motivations 
for grant giving (Matthew 25:34-40)? and What is 
Broadway’s historical relationship with each particular 
organization? 
 

After three weeks of review and discussion we 
awarded 20 grants ranging from $450 to $2,000 to 
the following organizations: 
 
Goddard Riverside Community Center  – largest West 

Side organization working against homelessness and 
poverty 

Franciscan Community Center  – Co-sponsor of the 93rd 
St. Sandwich Line  

Jericho Project  – a housing project helping immigrants, 
veterans, and minorities 

Ryan Community Health Center  
Trinity Place  – a shelter for LGBT youth 
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WSCAH (West Side Campaign Against Hunger) – the West 
Side’s largest food bank, housed at St. Paul and St. 
Andrew’s Church 

Star Learning Center  – a tutoring program at St. Matthew’s 
and St. Timothy’s brought to our attention by Betsy Harris 
who has tutored for them 

Women’s Advocate Ministry  – a women’s prison ministry 
started and run by BUCC member Annie Bovian 

RIPPD/Urban Justice Center  – a re-entry program for 
prisoners 

Housing Here and Now  – an advocacy program making known 
the dire situation of homelessness in NYC, the parent 
organization of “New York Is Our Home” 

Rising Hope  – an educational certificate program that offers 
one year theological education to inmates 

Olivieri Center  (Urban Pathways) – both this and Cluster 
House below are housing facilities and programs that 
provide housing and teach life skills to the homeless poor 

Cluster House  (Urban Pathways) – see above 
UCC Coalition for LGBT Concerns  – an LGBT rights 

advocacy organization affiliated with the UCC 
Exodus Transitional Community  – a program helping with re-

entry back into society for ex-convicts through a communal 
process 

NY Congregational Nursing Center  – a nursing center that 
was started with Broadway’s support 

Project FIND  – an organization for low-income seniors on the 
West Side of Manhattan which provides housing, meals, 
and a broad array of activities  

RTA (Rehabilitation through the Arts) – a program for  
inmates at Sing Sing, that utilizes the power of the arts in 
rehabilitation 

IndyKids – a political newspaper for kids that teaches critical 
thinking; Amanda Vender is a key player and regular 
columnist 

Growing Minds, Safe Haven  – an organization for 
underprivileged children to learn and play; our grant went 
to a music program 

 

The committee gave to these organizations because 
they met the application requirements, but also 
because we were overall impressed with their hard 
work and dedication to meeting the needs of those that 
our system and society do not accommodate or 
validate. In total the Social Justice and Outreach Fund 
grants totaled $24,450. 
 

As for next year, I look forward to planning and getting 
as many people as possible involved in our mission trip 
to New Orleans in January. Mark your calendars and 
save space for a weeklong trip that will certainly be a 
worth-while and possibly life-changing experience. 
 

It has been my pleasure and joy getting to know and 
work with all of you, and I eagerly look forward to our 
life and work together next fall.

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In 2005, Broadway Church’s Mission Committee helped 
to fund tutoring programs for disadvantaged elementary 
and middle school children in our neighborhood. The 
programs were held at the Regent Family Residence and 
the Star Learning Center (an organization we continue to 
support), manned by four high school seniors from the 
nearby A. Philip Randolph-Campus High School, where 
Betsy Harris taught during the ‘80s. One of those seniors 
was Kwame Tuffuor, a wonderful young man who came 
to NYC from Ghana in 1996 and who has kept in touch 
with Betsy over the past few years as he pursues his 
long-time dream of becoming a pediatrician. Kwame 
recently emailed us news of his progress, as well as 
thanks for the assistance Broadway Church gave him: 
 

Hello, how are you doing? My name is Kwame Tuffuor 
and I am a rising third year student at the University of 
Virginia. I am a Bio-Chemistry major with the hopes and 
dreams of one day attending medical school and 
becoming a pediatrician. My love for children is what 
drives me to pursue this goal. Growing up as the 
youngest of three children of immigrant Ghanian parents, 
life for me was never a crystal stair and I was never 
fortunate to be blessed financially. However I was always 
blessed with loving parents whose dedication and love 
for their children drove them to continuously work hard to 
at least allow us to have enough. Their work ethic has 
been embedded in me and helped me to get to where I 
am today.  

 
While growing up, I wasn’t sure as to what to do with 
my life as I matured.  I love medicine and wanted to 
help a lot of people because I have witnessed a lot of 
suffering. What really solidified my goal as a 
pediatrician was volunteering at the Regent Family 
Center with the help of Ms. Harris. There I met a lot of 
unfortunate little kids who needed someone to help 
them with their school work and more importantly to 
serve as a positive role model. I loved working there 
and grew to love the kids as if they were my family. 
The experience and joy that I received is something 
that I will forever cherish. I am very grateful that God 
allowed me to meet these children through 
volunteering.  
               

The University of Virginia is a very challenging school 
but it is still manageable through proper study habits 
and time management. My biggest problem at school is 
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Kwame tutoring students in 2005 
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taking care of myself financially. Even though most of my 
tuition is covered, I still have to take up loans to cover the 
rest and to take care of myself. I do sometimes get a job to 
try to help take care of myself but it is very hard with my 
busy school schedule because constant studying is very 
much needed. My parents try to do their best to take care of 
me but there is only so much that they can do. I love the 
school very much and I plan to continue going there and 
maybe even medical school as well.  
               
At the moment, I will be attending summer sessions to take 
physics and lab to make my course load easier during the 
fall. I am also attempting to get my drivers license with 
hopes that maybe one day I might get a car to help 
movement around campus and the city of Charlottesville. I 
will try to get a job as soon as possible once I return to 
school because my financial situation is terrible. 
               

I am very grateful to have met such a kind person as Ms. 
[Betsy] Harris who has really been an important figure in my 
life. She is a very loving person who has inspired me to 
really give back and uplift my community as much as I can. 
Through her and working at the Regents Family Center and 
also financial support from her church, I am able to solidify 
my future goals. I thank everybody at her church and I 
personally thank Ms. Harris for all that she has done for me. 
Even though I sometimes feel as if I am in the full clutch of 
circumstances, I keep in mind that I am only facing what 
other men have met, and I plan to persevere and see it 
through. After all, through God, I am the master of my faith 
and the captain of my soul.

What a joy it is to receive my newsletter from my old 
church, and to keep up-to-date on that’s happening 
with my regular emails!  Broadway UCC always has a 
special place in my heart, and I consider it still to be 
my church home, if only in heart and memory.

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Thousands of people laced up their sneakers and headed to 
Manhattan to join the fight against AIDS on May 20, 2007 for 
the 22nd annual AIDS Walk New York in Central Park, 
including Broadway Church’s own Marcos Martins, Larry 
Long, Brent Nicholson Earle and Anne Croly .  Both Anne 
and Brent collected pledges for their walking efforts, with 
Anne earning $1330 and Brent earning around $1400!  
(Congratulations and our heartfelt thanks to you both!)�
 

State Senator Tom Duane, who is HIV positive, says it 
amazes him how many people came out to support him and 
the almost 100,000 other New Yorkers living with HIV and 
AIDS. "It raises badly needed funds,” said Duane. “The battle 
to stop the spread of AIDS, the battle to make sure people 
get good treatment for AIDS, is certainly not over."  
 

The point of the walk was not only to raise money, but also to 
raise awareness and let people know AIDS is still a big crisis 
in this country.  
 
"We need a cure today, right away,” said Maria Davis, an AIDS 
survivor. “The more people that give donations, the more research 
that can be done." 
 

The 6.2 mile walk has raised more than $91 million since 
1986 and benefits Gay Men's Health Crisis and other 
organizations.

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This group, led by Connie Benson and Brian 
D’Agostino, explores the Focolare movement’s 
spirituality of unity.

“ -- John 17:21), they took as their mission to work 
towards bringing the fullness of God’s love into the 
world. The Focolare Movement (focolare is the 
Italian word for hearth) eventually became the 
largest lay movement in the Catholic Church, and 
was later appropriated by other Christians and 
members of other world religions; it now reaches 
some five million people worldwide and it 
emphasizes practical acts of service in the world 
over traditional rituals of veneration.

The Rev. Janet Parker, a UCC minister, was honored 
by the National Council of Churches’ Eco-justice 
Working Group as the first recipient of the new NCC 
Environmental Sermon Award for her text, "From 
Apocalypse to Genesis."  
 
Parker, pastor for parish life at Rock Spring 
Congregational UCC in Arlington, VA, was selected 
from among 50 sermon submissions from across the 
country and as far as Australia and Brazil .  
   
 "I am both honored and humbled to receive the 
National Council of Churches environmental sermon 
award," Parker said. "I pray that this sermon award 
will inspire people in churches and houses of worship 
across the country to take up our human mandate to 
'tend and keep' God's glorious creation, not as 'lords 
of the earth' but as 'plain members and citizens' of 
Earth's community of life."   
 
The NCC Eco-Justice Program sought submissions 
for the award in an effort to recognize the breadth of 
eco-justice ministries thriving in churches today.  
 
 "We were impressed with the diversity of topics 
covered in the submissions and inspired by the 
number of clergy that are leading the call to care for 
creation in their congregations," said John Hill, 
director of environmental and economic justice for the 
United Methodist Church and co-chair of the NCC 
eco-justice working group.
