means sharing space. It means learning from
people who speak and sing and pray in voices
different from what we might be used to.

On October 9, the newly reconstituted
Worship Committee met for the first time in
several years. It was a lively and interesting
discussion. There was an energy in the
room, an understanding that it might be time
for us to branch out in new and interesting
directions. We asked questions like: what is
worship; how do we engage the whole
person in worship; what do we expect to
happen to people in worship; does our
current form of worship accurately reflect
the diverse congregation we are?

We didn’t come up with any answers yet, but
we began to feel the earth rumble under our
feet as we allowed ourselves to think “outside
the box” about what we do every Sunday at
5:00 pm. The earth rumbled a little, but we
weren't afraid. We had a suspicion that it just
might be our Still-Speaking God.

The following is
extracted fro m Chaplain Gregory Norton's
October column:

...Basketball superstar Wilt Chamberlain is quoted
as having said, “They say that nobody is perfect.
Then they tell you practice makes perfect. | wish
they’d make up their minds.” Seeking perfection of
any kind calls us into a life of “practice.” American
conductor Robert Shaw describes this life journey
for an artist:

“...a commitment to the creative process starts
the human animal on an endless, thorny, lone-
some road of self-discovery, away from the
comforts, blurred objectives and compromises
of institutions. ‘Forty days and forty nights’ is a
biblical metaphor for what is really a lifetime of
wilderness and solitude. But the more deeply
man delves into himself, the more surely he
understands  and the more knowingly and
tenderly he returns to--his fellow man.”

John Wesley, founder of the Methodist movement,
spoke of perfection as the ultimate goal of the
Christian life. Despite receiving criticism for using
the term (the idea “nobody’'s perfect” evidently
predated Wilt Chamberlain!), Wesley pointed to its
use in Scripture and refused to substitute another
word...For Wesley, perfect love for God was not only
the acceptance of God’s love but also loving other
people. In Christian perfection, faith takes on a
concrete dimension in human life...

Far from removing us from the “real world,” pursuit
of perfection disciplines us to make the most of this
life. How demeaning to say of another that their
disappointing performance is “the best they can do.”
How corrosive to accept the half-hearted effort as
“good enough.” How uplifting to say, “That was a good
start! Now, how much better can we make it?"...

Were you one of the nearly 40 Broadway Church
people who signed the Petition for Peace? Here is
an update on what happened to that petition:

On Wednesday, October 10, the United Church of
Christ's general minister and president, the Rev. John
H. Thomas, sought a meeting with the White House's
public liaison office, attempting to hand-deliver the
UCC's “Pastoral Letter on the Irag War” (calling for an
end to the war), along with the over 60,000 endorsing
signatures collected from congregations like ours.

The Rev. Thomas, along with the Rev. Linda Jaramillo
(Executive Minister for Justice and Witness Ministries),
faced the White House and held up the thick stacks of
the petitions, before being asked by police to step back
from the White House fence. After refusing to do so,
Thomas and Jaramillo were handcuffed and led to a
police van.

Before the arrest, Thomas and Jaramillo spoke to a
group of about 50 clergy and laypersons who had
gathered from the D.C. area to support them.

Thomas reminded the crowd of martyred theologian
Dietrich Bonhoeffer, who said, "The church has been a
silent partner in evil deeds." To which Thomas added,
"We are breaking that silence today."

"This is a difficult time for people of faith who are
opposed to the war," said Thomas, who named "a lack
of will to change course" as an immobilizing frustration
for both the American and Iraqi people. The UCC's
summer anti-war petition drive, he said, was about
“"claiming hope and action again.”

"This, for us, is a very meaningful witness of the whole
church,” said Thomas, who indicated that their
peaceful demonstation at the White House gate was
about "more than two officers of the church, but
representing many, many across our denomination."”

Jaramillo said, "As a church, we can no longer be silent.”

After the two church leaders were arrested, supporters
of the action joined in singing "Let there be peace on
earth."

Thomas and Jaramillo were charged with refusing to
obey a police order and were taken to a District of Columbia
police station for processing. They were released about
two hours later, after each paid a $100 fine.

The UCC understands that its effort in Washington was
largely symbolic. It alone neither rattled the White
House nor convinced the Congress.

Yet, the effort was one powerful witness expressed
alongside 63,797 others — faithful UCC members who
have publicly committed to joining in the protest to end
this war. The petition-delivery attempt was one step
among thousands that will ultimately result in a new
day of peace for the people of Iraqg.

The UCC'’s campaign will not end until the war ends, so
your continued participation is encouraged. Signatures
are still being gathered (at www.ucc.org/100kforpeace )
and additional coordinated actions are being planned.

The UCC thanks all who have lent their names to this
important effort!

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Oct 25, 2007 -- Wildfires in Southern California forced the
evacuation of numbers of communities and many of the
homes that have been damaged or destroyed are owned
by people who are middle to low income families who will
be in need of assistance to rebuild. Additionally, there have
been a number of apartment complexes that have burned
displacing residents.

The United Church of Christ National Disaster Ministries
office, working with our UCC Southern California, Nevada
Conference and ecumenically, is seeking $100,000 to
assist with long term recovery. These funds will be directed
to the One Great Hour of Sharing special fund,
Emergency USA , marked for 2007 California wildfires.

Jane Heckles, conference minister, UCC Southern California,
Nevada Conference has provided the following update on our
UCC churches and members as of October 25:

The fires burning in southern California have affected a
number of our church families.

Reports from pastors and lay leaders from all churches in
the fires' path have been received.... All UCC church
structures are safe and have not been damaged. As of this
time, only two ministers' homes remain in the way of fire. We
know that at least a dozen UCC families have lost their homes
and expect that number to rise. A number of our churches
have been sheltering families during evacuation and members
have provided relief and supplies to disaster centers.

We pay tribute to the fire and rescue personnel that are
working tirelessly to control these blazes. In the coming
week we hope that communities will be able to move from
emergency response to longer term recovery. At this point
we are grateful for UCC Disaster Ministries support for
some emergency response needs. We will identify longer
term needs in the coming weeks.
